Most relief valves have
a low pressure sensing line that actually works with the
relief valve spring to open the valve. If this sensing line is
clogged the relief valve will not respond like it needs to.

Mark:

With units like this, the only time the relief valve may
get exercised is when it is tested. A general cleaning and
inspection should solve the

parts will find its way into any openings or cavities inside
the device. Especially test cock openings and sensing line
openings. Most times you can clean out the test cock
opening with the help of a screwdriver. Be prepared to get
wet. There are specialty tools available that can clear
clogged test cocks and keep your work area dry.When you
clean out the test cocks, don't forget to check and clean
the high pressure sensing line and opening as well.

Now, there are some
technicians that believe that if
they can get the relief valve to
break loose by dumping the
valve, they can get the test
results they are looking for
now. This is true, they can get
the test results they are look-
ing for now, but they may not
have solved the real problem.
